Fantastic success for the Mountain Bike-World Cup on Schladming’s Planai 

Schladming, 13th of June 2005. – Spectacular races, increased interest of spectators compared to the last year’s premier event and two top-ten results for Austria were from Viennese Anita Molcik, sixth in the Four-Cross, Styrian Petra Bernhard and ninth in the Downhill. So far some conclusions of the second edition of the Mountain Bike World Cup on Schladming’s Planai. 

Werner Madlencnik, head of the local Organising Committee, who managed a perfect event with the  „ASVÖ Mountainbike Schladming“ and in co-operation with Herwig Strakas’ „e|motion management gmbh”, concluded with a positive achievement.  „The event was a great success. Athletes as well as the official representatives from the UCI (Union Cycliste Internationale) gave us an excellent feedback. This is a great incentive for us, to top the event next year”, proclaimed Madlencnik. 

“With 12.000 visitors, who came to see the races during the three days of World Cup competitions we even exceeded our set goal of 10.000 visitors. Also, the interest of the media in the Mountain-Bike World Cup increased heavily.  While a very positive response came back from the sponsors too”, said Herwig Straka.

The responsible organisers already plan towards next year. Schladming will do its best to organise for 2006, besides the Four Cross and the Downhill races, the Cross-Country competition, valid for the World Cup, again. „We are on the right way to establish Schladming as a ‘classic’ in the World Cup calendar. This is why our set goal is to organise a triple-event next season.” In this case, the World Cup event would be rearranged to be held at the end of May. 

Not only the winners of the races on the Planai, Samuel Hill (AUS/Downhill), Brian Lopes (USA/Four-Cross), Anne-Caroline Chausson (FRA/Downhill), Anneke Beerten (NED/Four-Cross) as well as Bart Brentjens (NED/ Cross-Country), but also the tourism managers of the Dachstein-Tauern-Region were more than satisfied. „The Mountain Bike Circuit was in Schladming for a week, and it brought quite some excitement during a usually rather quiet period to the Ennstal”, said Schladming’s tourism director Peter Donabauer. „The Mountain Bike-World Cup provides for an increase in guests and it is a great promotion for our region.”
